1. A minimum of 4 gal of chili is recommended.
2. Chili must be cooked on site the day of the coifk o
unless you are entering professional division ardaa
restaurant with an approved Health Dept. kitchen.
3. Only edible ingredients may be used.
4. Be prepared in a sanitary manner. (Health Dept. wil
be on site)
5. You must be willing to taste your own chili.
6. Chili must be kept at 140 degrees at all times. NO
CROCK POTS ALLOWED (Health Dept Rule)
7. Cooking conditions are subject to inspection.
8. You may prepare (chop measure, etc) your
ingredients at home but NOTHING may be pre-cooked.
(Health Dept Rule)
9. You may not INADVERTENTLY acquire your
neighbor’s supplies.

Best Booth Rules

1. You must be respectful to others, no offensive

displays, excessive noise or loud music.
2. Lewdness and nudity are prohibited.
3. The use of firearms, explosives, or
pyrotechnics is prohibited.
Interfering with other contestants is prohibited.
Good “sportsmanship” conduct is expected.
